FORMAT, RULES AND REGULATIONS

FORMAT
The competition will be for Teams of Four Players per rink (total 12 players per team)

Entries are open only to the B & D, B&DWBA, Tuesday Triples League and Indoor 
clubs affiliated to the DCIBA or DCLIBA. 

Teams may consist of any combination of Men & Ladies.

RULES
All matches are subject to the EIBA Laws of the game unless otherwise stated.

Play will be 21 ends on Friday evenings commencing at 6.30 p.m.

Dress will be Greys up to and including Quarter Finals and Whites for Semi Final and 
Final matches.

The first name on the draw sheet will be the challenger. The challenger’s team captain 
will nominate (before the start of the match) a rink on which the extra end is to be 
played in the event of a Draw.

First round losers will be automatically entered into the Cake Plate.  Any team which 
concedes their first round match will NOT be eligible for entry to the Cake Plate.

REGULATIONS
All competitors must abide by the rules of the Bowls Centre.

Signed Score Cards, signed by BOTH sides, must be deposited in the box provided at 
the end of the match.

In the event of a team failing to turn up, or arriving more than fifteen minutes after the 
stated start time of the match, the match is forfeit.  The team in default will be 
responsible for payment to the centre of the full fees due for the match.

All green fees to be paid before the Match commences. 
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
